
The Seattle Children’s Kids Marathon is  
structured to allow children kindergarten 
through eighth grade to complete a full 
26.2 mile marathon at a rate that is fun and 
safe for their growing bodies.... “one mile  
at a time”. 

The first 25 miles are “honor” miles,  
ran or walked in one half or one mile  
increments, on a safe secure route  
designated by parents, coaches,  
mentors or teachers. 

The final 1.2 miles of their marathon is to 
be completed on race day. Kids will gather 
in Memorial Stadium to prepare for the 
start of their marathon at 10:00am and 
enjoy pre-event activities. From there  
they will move to the start at 5th and  
Harrison and run their final 1.2 miles 
around the Seattle Center and across  
the finish line in Memorial Stadium.

The Seattle Marathon is proud to be the oldest marathon on  
the west coast, and one of the top 10 marathons in the country.  
The half marathon has grown to be one of the largest in the United 
States and is also considered one of the top 10 half marathons in the 
nation. The kids marathon was created to promote health and fitness 
in children as well as encouraging civic awareness and academic 
achievement through reading. Our 5K race serves as a fun  
famliy tradition and the new 10K provides a great summer event.

There are 
15 water stations along the course 
 
Placement of Sponsor banners in enclosed Victory 
Recovery Area where runners, walkers and family will meet 
up after the event 
 
Placement of Sponsorʼs name/logo on start and finish line 
banners. This is the banner that runs directly across the 
start and finish line 
 
Placement of Sponsorʼs name/logo on start and finish line 
scaffolding. These are the two towers on each side of the 
start and finish line that are wrapped with banners 
 
Placement of Sponsorʼs name/logo on 13,000+ Marathon 
participant shirts. Our participant shirts are Saucony long-
sleeved technical fabric running shirts 
 
Placement of Sponsorʼs name/logo on all bibs worn by all 
race entrants. These bibs are worn to participate in the 
event and kept for many years as souvenirs

reflective blankets. These blankets are given to runners at 
the finish line to wrap themselves in for warmth.
